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TERMINOLOGY 
 

Retiring Ponies ï when a pony is put into retirement, this means that production of that 

particular pony will cease forever, and there will be no more of that particular pony ever 

produced. This, in effect, turns that pony into a limited edition and increases the figurine's value.  The 

decision to retire certain Ponies is made by The Trail Of Painted Ponies in the U.S. Sometimes, a Painted 

Pony that is very popular is retired which obviously greatly increases the value and appeal of that Pony! 

 Discontinued Ponies ï these are ponies that Jasnor has low stock of and are NOT 

planning to be re-ordered. Please note, that production of these ponies by the manufacturer still 

continues, however stock is no longer available from Jasnor.  Stock is discontinued for various reasons: 

making room for new additions to the range, the item may not be selling well, or there may be an un-

foreseen delay with manufacturing/ supply, etc.  Occasionally, the decision is made to bring back stock of 

these items deemed as ódiscontinuedô ï this is the reason why it is important to make the distinction between 

retired and discontinued product.   

 

COMMONLY ASKED QUESTIONS 
 

How do Artists submit designs for Original Painted Ponies?  
Artists may email or mail their designs to The Trail of Painted Ponies offices in the USA for consideration. 

Artists may also submit photos of completed designs on Paint Your Own Painted Pony Kits.  

   

How do you decide which figurines to cast in resin and which in ceramic?  
When embellishments, or details are added to the design of an original Painted Pony that add dimension, the 

Painted Pony will be cast in resin. If the original Painted Pony is created in a simple graphic design it will 

usually be cast in ceramic and the design will be hand-painted or a high-resolution decal will be hand 

applied.  

  

What does the numbering on the bottom of the figurine mean?  
The first number on the bottom of the Painted Pony is the Edition Number. This number will have an ñEò after 

it (example: 1E, 2E, 3E). The second number refers to the number of that particular Painted Pony in 

reference to the Edition that it was created in. This number will be between 1 and 10,000, since there are 

10,000 Painted Ponies in each Edition. For example, a pony with an edition number of 2E/6,124 is the 

6,124
th
 piece produced in the 2

nd
 run of 10,000 pieces produced, meaning it is the 16,124

th
 piece produced of 

that particular pony. 

  

What features enhance the collectability & value of the Painted Ponies?  

Firstly, each Pony is sequentially number on the bottom of its base, identifying its edition and casting 

number. A lower edition number increases the value of that figurine. Secondly, a select number of Painted 

Ponies are retired each year meaning there will be no further production of that particular Pony. This, in 

effect, turns each of them into limited editions, and increases the figurineôs value.
